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This course provides an introduction to economic principles—and how those

principles are applied in the real world. The basics of microeconomics (such as supply

and demand analysis and theory of the firm) and macroeconomics (such as

aggregate demand/supply analysis, monetary and fiscal policy, and international

trade) will be covered in the first and second semester, respectively. Principles with

current real-world examples are illuminated to hold students’ interests and make

the subject lively. The goal of this course is to help students to develop the
“economic way of thinking” and to gain insights into how the economy works and

how it might be made to work better. Students taking this course are supposed to

have the ability to work with graphs, functions, basic algebra and calculus.
